In their 2006 holiday concert Ho Ho Ho Ha Ha Ha Fa La La Seattle Women’s Chorus proved beyond a doubt that they can be extremely funny. Celestial Greetings carries that tradition over the top with references to popular sci-fi icons such as Xena, the Warrior Princess and the women of all the various Star Trek vehicles. Guest artist Dennis James will provide other-worldly sounds (and sound effects) from the ‘glass harmonica,’ an instrument invented by Benjamin Franklin. Called the ‘glass armonica’ or the ‘hydrocrystalophone,’ this instrument evolved from the glass harp, a series of wine glasses tuned to specific pitches and played with the fingertips. Mozart, Beethoven, Strauss and Saint-Säens all composed works for this all-but-forgotten instrument. Dennis James has brought it back to musical life with his exquisite artistry and playful sense of humor. The evening will ignite when legendary singer/songwriter, Cris Williamson, (who will be featured in SWC’s spring concert Vixen Fiction/Siren Song) graces the stage to sing a few songs and preview SWC’s spring concert.

In addition to creating celestial sounds, Seattle Women’s Chorus will also present a set of songs centered on the most magical of winter phenomena: snow. Three winter-themed songs from the Eastern European women’s choral tradition, Gustav Holst’s Ave Maria, and several new pieces composed specifically for SWC will complete the concert.

A conservatory-trained artist, James has since dedicated himself to the resurrection of the glass armonica, Benjamin Franklin's 18th century musical invention, and has now established the instrument as a significant component of today's international music scene. Founder of the current international revival of glass music, James has transformed his collection of other previously neglected glass instruments into an intriguing and versatile performance resource. With a unique blend of adroit virtuosity, eclectic interests and clever humor, he has become the world's foremost glass music performer.

Heralded by The Boston Globe as, "a brilliant lyricist and composer", Cris's music has always defied categorization.
