Songs will showcase the whole range of familial connections and will feature material from Rosie O’Donnell’s HBO documentary film A Family is a Family is a Family. The nine women ensemble Sensible Shoes will perform three numbers and a special young guest, Nora DeWater (updated 4:45 pm 9/21/10) from Redmond will enlighten audiences with the child’s perspective when she performs, Two Mothers.
Rhonda Juliano, SWC’s assistant conductor summarizes her experience working on this concert, “There is a special poignancy to this concert’s overall message. Songs like South Pacific’s You’ve Got to Be Carefully Taught and Children Will Listen from Into the Woods speak to the education children receive from their environment and their parents. Prejudice is learned and kids pick up on things. I came out when my kids were (age) 5, 6, and 9. They loved me and they didn’t care. They supported me because I was honest about it. Kids love innately, the love who takes care of them, and that’s an important message.” Juliano continued, “This concert speaks to the core of our mission that through music we will bring acceptance and healing. The words are heartfelt; the message is close to home. It’s what we, as a Chorus, believe; and we treasure our ability to share it through music.”
